WHEREAS, the office of the County Attorney has given notice of default to the
debtors and has requested payment of past due amounts in order to avoid legal
action; and

WHEREAS, the debtors have failed to bring this loan current; and

accelerated the debt and demanded payment immediately of all principal, interest
and late fees owed in the amount of $19,053.55; and

WHEREAS, the debtors have failed to make said payment; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to said loan agreement and personal guarantees, the
County of Greene may commence a legal action against the said SS Womack,
LLC, Stephen C. Womack and Susan I. Womack, for non-payment of said loan;

AUTHORIZATION TO MAKE APPLICATION FOR
HAZARD MITIGATION GRANT PROGRAM FUNDING TO
THE STATE OFFICE OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT FOR
PARTICIPATING LOCAL MUNICIPALITIES FOR PROPERTY
ACQUISITION AND PROPERTY ELEVATION ACTIVITIES

Legislator offered the following resolution
and moved its adoption:

WHEREAS, Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee significantly impacted
residents, property and infrastructure in the Towns and Villages of Greene County,
resulting in Presidential Disaster Declarations DR-4020 and DR-4031,
respectively; and

WHEREAS, those declarations provide Hazard Mitigation Grant Program
(HMGP) funds to the State of New York, to be administered by the State Office of
Emergency Management (State OEM), to assist proactive cost-effective measures
that will save lives and avoid damage to improved property in future natural
disasters; and

WHEREAS, the State of New York has established the three priorities of
Planning, Property Acquisition, and Property Elevations for this HMGP cycle, as
announced on December 22, 2011, to maximize access to hazard mitigation grants
and remove people and structures from harm’s way; and

WHEREAS, Local Governments and certain Private Non-Profits are eligible
applicants under the HMGP program, while individuals and businesses are not; and

WHEREAS, Greene County had determined it is in the public interest to
support Greene County Towns and Villages that wish to participate in the State’s
HMGP and receive grant funds for Property Acquisition and Property Elevation
activities; and

WHEREAS, Greene County Economic Development, Tourism and Planning
will act as the HMGP applicant on behalf of participating communities as the Point
of Contact for administrative functions, with the Greene County Soil and Water
Conservation District administering the HMGP directly with property owners,
contractors, and municipal entities; and

WHEREAS, HMGP is a reimbursement program with the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA) providing 75% reimbursement of eligible costs, up
to the amount of the award, with in-kind services or materials as eligible expenses
that may be used toward the 25% non-Federal match;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Greene County Economic
Development, Tourism and Planning will act as the HMGP applicant on behalf of
participating communities for all eligible Property Acquisition and Property
Elevation activities by serving as Point of Contact and performing all
administrative functions, with the understanding that Greene County Soil and
Water Conservation District will directly administer the HMGP with property
owners, contractors, and municipal entities, and be it further

RESOLVED, that as a condition of Greene County’s application and
participation in the HMGP that each involved respective property owner will be
responsible for the minimum 25% non-Federal match and any other costs not
assumed by FEMA, and that each participating community will be responsible for
taking title to the respective properties and their future maintenance, as may be
required by FEMA, and be it further

RESOLVED, that Greene County is authorized to make application to the
HMGP, and execute all contracts for program participation and funding, and all
additional assurances and forms as required, subject to review and approval as to
form by the Greene County Attorney.

Mountaintop Mayors and Supervisors:

The New York State Office of Emergency Management (State OEM) announced on
December 22, 2011 the availability of Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)
Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) funds. These funds will be utilized for cost-
effective mitigation projects.

HMGP funding will be available Statewide. However, given the recent widespread severe
flooding related to Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee, the State will give preferences to
projects that:

* Are in one of the declared counties for the four disasters covered by the HMGP
announcement. Greene County is included in this list of counties;

» Realize permanent flood mitigation solutions (e.g., removing properties from the
floodplain);

 Significantly reduce a property’s risk from flooding (e.g.; structure elevation, or
alternatives that provide benefits similar to property acquisition and elevation projects).

Given the level of interest in acquisitions, the State will process only substantially damaged
properties in the acquisition category, with few exceptions. Substantial damage occurs
when a property sustains damages that equal or exceed 50% of its Fair Market Value (FMV)
prior to the event, as determined by a local authorized official (e.g., a code officer). Please
be advised that structures identified in a riverine Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) on the
current effective Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and declared “substantially damaged”
due to impacts of flooding by a local authority (e.g., a code officer) having jurisdiction,
property acquisition and structure demolition or relocation is considered cost-effective and
a Benefit Cost Analysis (BCA) is not required. Condemnation is not the same as substantially
damaged.

Any property acquired under the HMGP, by law, must be cleared of all structures, and a
deed restriction requiring the lot to be maintained as open space in perpetuity will be
placed against the property.

To receive Federal funding for hazard mitigation projects, applicants must be covered by an
All-Hazards Mitigation Plan at the time of the award. The County has an adopted Hazard
Mitigation Plan. Each of the Towns and Villages have adopted the County Plan and their
respective local chapter or Annex to the Plan. FEMA funds provide 75% reimbursement of
eligible costs, up to the amount of the award. In-kind services or materials may be used
toward the 25% non-Federal match and most Federal funds cannot be used for the non-
Federal match, there are some exceptions.
